Registrations are for a complete
term at a time and your contract is
continual unless you advise us of any
changes or termination. A ferms notice
is required for any changes or
cancellation to be applied.
5 of our 6 terms are invoiced in advance
and can be paid via your school account
or Childcare Voucher Schemes/Gov Tax
Free Childcare. We do not accept Cash
or Cheques. The only exception to this
is our first September term where we
invoice at the start of the term. A 4
week payment window is given for each
invoice.

You pay for the sessions regardless of
whether your child attends or not.
We are unfortunately unable to offer
drop in care.
